Change — a very small word, which can be embraced or feared. This
word represents action and can bring about positive results is many
ways. Organizations can change and evolve, yet can still hold clearly
the founding principals, vision and mission. TAPS is changing as an
organization, but we are and will remain a no-kill shelter - committed
to keeping pets until they find a loving home. That said our mission
remains exactly the same. Our vision defines TAPS long-term goals,
including many areas that alone could lead an organization due to the
complex facets involved in being excellent at each.

The change TAPS is making relates to focusing our efforts on specific
areas of this vision, to become excellent, rather than average. Many
programs need more volunteers, resources and energy focused, to do them justice.

TAPS as an organization has been in existence for more than 50 years, caring for animals and helping those in need. In
the Spring newsletter, I referenced the incredible facility, and the spay / neuter and animal care programs offered by an
organization in Chicago called PAWS. TAPS is a much smaller organization with a different resource base, but the
goals held are consistent, and over time we strive to offer similar programs and become more like this progressive
organization. TAPS has recently been awarded a grant from the Community Foundation of Central Illinois for
$3,000.00, which will provide funds to animals in our community whose families have a demonstrated financial need.
These funds will be offered on a first come, first served basis once an application (available at TAPS) is submitted.
Preference will be given for alteration (spay and neuter) requests, as well as care (vaccinations or surgeries), necessary to
keep a pet in the home. TAPS realizes that $3,000.00 will only help a small fraction of animals in need — but each pet
altered will ultimately combat the growing overpopulation problem in our area and in time decrease euthanasia rates.
These services will also be available for stray / feral cat alterations. Please contact TAPS for more details on this
program.

Volunteers are a vital component to the continuation of existing programs at TAPS, and are essential to development and
growth of additional programs (such as community outreach and education). This Spring and Summer have been filled
with many off-site adoption events, as well as parades, annual events like the Wine & Dine or Rockin’ & Ridin’ for
TAPS, and outreach requests for donations at Wal-mart, Schnucks, Kroger and other local businesses. These activities
relate to animal adoption and fundraising activities — both of which are essential. Animal Care, Adoption and
Fundraising events appeal to the strengths and interests of different people, but each is necessary to support the
organization, which provides for the animals in our care. There are so many areas where volunteers are needed; foster
homes, animal care givers, event and fundraising committee members, outreach / education and adoption related
volunteers to name a few! Please contact Sheila Borton, TAPS Volunteer Coordinator if you have an interest in one of
these or other areas to volunteer — we need your help!

As the saying goes, “Time flies when you are having fun” and TAPS has certainly been keeping busy and having fun this
Summer. Our website has a new look — please check it out for a listing of upcoming events, and ways to support or help
out. There are also many new features and additions to this new site thanks for the donation and hard work of the staff at
Webtech services! Despite the continued low adoption rate and high request for animal surrenders, our efforts to
promote, and adopt the animals in our care remains. Facility improvements continue - as need specific donations provide
for them, and we strive towards making this temporary stop at TAPS on the way to a permanent home, to be a loving and
comfortable one for the animals.

We are committed to providing a clean, well-kept facility, with a staff and group of volunteers working diligently to not
only care for the animals, but also make our visitors feel welcome. We appreciate the support given by each person, who
has in some way been a part of TAPS over the years - making it the organization we are today. TAPS, as an organization
is able to continue its mission and strive towards the goals of our vision - thanks to the help, caring support, and passion
of each and every one of you!

A Shared Mission: To Help Animals Find Permanent Loving Homes: A Grant Report

Since Rosemary was raising her young granddaughter, she thought that at some point she
might like to get a dog. So when her granddaughter’s aunt told her about an ad she’d seen in a
newspaper for a dog being given away, she decided to investigate. She called and was given
directions to a farm in rural Tazewell County. Once she was there, a man by the name of Sean
introduced her to a three year old white German Sheppard named Delila. Sean told Rosemary
that his wife had brought home two dogs, and they’d named them Sampson and Delila (a
slightly shortened version of the Biblical name, Delilah). When they divorced, his ex-wife took
Sampson, and gave him Delila. He explained that he had remarried, his wife had a dog, and they
were moving, so he was giving away the dog. Delila was friendly and went right over to
- W Rosemary’s daughter.

Rosemary noticed a bump on the dog’s head. She asked about it and was told that there was no problem. Delila had been taken to a
veterinarian and was told there was nothing wrong. He said that all Rosemary needed to do was put some over-the-counter antibiotic
cream on the bump, and it would be fine.

So, Rosemary brought the dog home. Rosemary said Delila was a wonderful dog; she loved children and was very gentle with her
young granddaughter. Everyone loved the dog. She’d followed instructions and put an ointment on the dog’s head, but it didn’t help.
The bump got bigger. When she took Delila to a veterinarian, she was given an extensive list of medical care the dog would need,
which was going to cost hundreds of dollars. Since Rosemary was raising her granddaughter on her own, she said, she did not have the
money to spend on the dog’s care. She tried to call Sean to arrange to take the dog back, but : iy
there was no answer. It broke her heart, she said, but she felt she didn’t have any other options
but to give up the dog and brought her to TAPS.

After looking at Delila, TAPS’ veterinarian reported that the dog’s biggest problem was a
severe infection which caused the large bump on her head. It looked as if she’d been injured,
and it had not been treated. It would require surgery. Delila had the surgery, and was adopted
by Sue Payne of Morton, Illinois. Sue wrote that Delila fit right in to the family; she is not
only very smart but “is a very loving dog that loves to get on the couch and sit next to you with
her head in your lap and fall asleep. She loves to snuggle, and she gives her adopted sister
Stella kisses on head in the morning.”

Sue reported that along with Stella, Delila does very well with the grandchildren, her daughter’s white German Sheppard and is
oblivious to the cat. The stitches came out with no problem, the wound has healed and all of Delila’s beautiful white hair has grown
back. A small scar on top of Delila’s head replaces the large bump where the infection once grew. Delila is enjoying her new family
life.

F It was a typical Saturday morning and Tom was walking his lab out in a wooded area near his
g neighborhood when he spotted a dog, a Sheltie that ran away when they walked toward it. The next
Saturday, the same thing happened. Tom investigated and was told someone in the neighborhood did have
a Sheltie. So, Tom, thinking he’d found the dog’s owner, went out and was able to get close enough to
pick up the dog. Unfortunately, he found that the dog did not belong to anyone in the neighborhood. Tom
came to the conclusion that the dog had been abandoned in the woods. So, he called TAPS.

When Jennifer Brackney, a TAPS foster parent, stopped in the shelter one day, she noticed the dog---
named Krista at the shelter. She thought it needed some attention and volunteered to foster the dog. In just
a few days, Jennifer was informed that the dog had been adopted. However, the older lady discovered

looking for - not only was she a nurse, she also owned an older pet named Annie (also a
Sheltie) with health problems. (Sadly, Kay recently lost Annie due to kidney failure). The
adoption went well and Kay soon had two Shelties at home. Kay renamed Krista, Lucy Lou.
She had reported that here have been some rough weeks dealing with Lucy Lou’s seizures, but
with the treatment plan and Kay’s 45 years of nursing experience, they have gotten through the tough times. When Kay brought Lucy
Lou home the dog hid, and has continued to be a little shy around strangers (particularly one with a camera). However, Kay recently
reported that Lucy Lou has warmed up. With love and attention, she has been acting more like the typical dog—Ilounging at Kay’s
feet, wagging her tail and dancing when Kay comes home from work. Lucy Lou, because of her medication, “eats like a horse,” Kay
has reported, “Lucy Lou is a sweet and loving girl. She is here to stay.”




Lady Luck, the little Silky Terrier (Pedigree Grant cont.)

Lady Luck was brought into TAPS by a woman who reported she rescued the dog, a Silky Terrier, from a dog breeder. The woman
said she had not been to the facility but met the breeder at a restaurant about thirty minutes from the breeder’s kennel. She told TAPS
that when she saw the dog, she realized it needed a good deal of medical attention. So, she turned it over to TAPS.

TAPS staff saw an animal that was frozen in fear according to TAPS Executive Director, Angela Blackman. Said Blackman, “She
was thin, dirty, and matted with patches of hair missing; her ears contained mites along with scabs there and all over her body. She
had severe dental tarter and missing teeth; she smelled, she had a large mass on her belly, and a blood test later revealed that she was
heartworm positive.” TAPS staff also discovered tattoos in her ears, which were similar to those previously seen on another dog
brought into TAPS who also suffered with severe medical problems caused by abuse and neglect. The tattoos and a transfer of owner
certification led TAPS to a breeder in Missouri. TAPS has notified the Humane Society and officials in Missouri.

W TAPS began a long list of needed medical treatment. Lady Luck

i was isolated and given heartworm treatment, then went to the
hospital for further tests and kept for several days after showing
difficulty breathing, weakness and lethargy. Surgery was done to
remove a large mammary tumor on her belly and she was spayed.
The total cost for her care was close to three times the Pedigree
grant, but the grant provided the little dog some of the help she
needed to survive her poor circumstances and to becoming a
healthy, happy dog.

Lady Luck is now in a loving foster care home where Wendy
Zielinski has been working on her social skills for adoption.
Wendy reports that Lady has come a long way from being an
extremely fearful dog that spent most of the time hiding in a closet.
She has become a dog that will explore outside and will allow
people to pick her up and pet her. She loves the couch and doesn’t
seem to mind the presence of another dog and cat. Wendy happily
reported that Lady has become an affectionate dog.

Lady Luck went from hiding in the closet to enjoying life in a
home with Brodie and Garfield the cat.

Loving Liberty: A Family’s Story of Perseverance Inspired by Hope and Joy

Since Dehbie and Jerry Davison’s rescued Poodle mix, Muffin, died several years ago, her companion, Georgia Belle, also a Poodle mix, had not been the same. “Georgia
seemed depressed,” wrote Debbie in an e-mail, was “sleeping a lot,” and moped around like a really old dog. Debbie thought Muffin had to be lonely.

The family had been coping with Debbie’s leukemia since she was diagnosed in October 2008, but by early 2010 the disease seemed to be in remission. Life seemed under
control. Debbie allowed herself to think about getting another dog and shared the idea with Jerry. While he was looking on a website for a picture he needed for a work
project, he spotted Liberty, a two year old Brussels Griffon mix; the little black female dog was available for adoption at TAPS. He sent Dehbie her picture. When the
Davison’s came in to TAPS to see Liberty, they fell in love. “She was very sweet and endearing,” wrote Debbie, “so it was easy to do.”

Just after the adoption when the Davison’s were contacted by TAPS to see how Liberty was adjusting, Debbie wrote: “Liberty seems to be fitting into our family like a hand
in glove. One morning Liberty and Georgia took a nap facing each other, noses inches apart.” Liberty loved to be picked up and cuddled. Debbie, her husband, and son would
take turns holding her. She would sit on a blanket and tilt her head and look at Jerry when he talked to her.

But when it came to daily life, Liberty seemed unaccustomed to being in a home. Debbie would later report that Liberty seemed comfortable in her crate but outside, she
was lost. She was “terrified of everything—doors opening and closing and even of her own shadow.” Though she liked to explore the fenced backyard, Liberty didn’t want to
go for even short walks. Although Liberty had been given a clean bill of health by a veterinarian, she would throw up. She also chewed on things and there were “peeing
accidents” in the house. Although Georgia showed signs of being friendly, “Liberty was way too pushy and overzealous, knocking into her; that made Georgia mad.”

Debbie and Jerry loved “this sweet little girl,” but they realized they needed help. Some tips on potty training were recommended along with a home visit from Ann
Goyen, animal trainer and behaviorist. Ann came to the Davison’s home and showed them how to manage Liberty’s behavior. She also recommended a type of dog food to
help with Liberty’s hyper-activity, anxiety and throwing up. 1t seemed to work because Liberty was calmer and stopped throwing up.

But there was another problem to deal with: Debbie’s health. The leukemia was active again, and it seemed as though she was running out of options for treatment. She
would have to return to a cancer center in Houston. The treatment was not guaranteed, and there could be “adverse complications.”

Considering all the circumstances, Debbie decided she’d have to return Liberty to TAPS, and she called to make the arrangements. Then she changed them. Wrote Debbie:
“When an opening came, | just couldn’t do it. The truth is | had fallen in love with the little scared, scruffy girll Instead of returning her, we decided to board her in someone’s
home; then take it a day at a time when we returned from Houston.” The treatment Debbie received has proven effective, though she has had to live with side effects such as
bone pain. Upon returning home the Davisons enrolled Liberty in a dog management class run by Ann
Goyen and her business partner Amanda Ballard. The results, Debbie reported, have been positive.
The Davison’s have been able manage Debbie’s disease and the two dogs.

“Liberty,” Debbie wrote, “rarely has an accident. She is solidly a part of our family. She sleeps with
my college-aged son every night. She goes to bed early and waits for him!” And Georgia has perked
up. “Instead of sleeping all day like she used to, Georgia keeps an eye on Liberty, cheers for her when
we play catch outside and romps alongside her,” according to Debbie. (Georgia also keeps tabs on
Liberty and warns Debbie when she is getting into trouble.)

Wrote Debbie: “Perhaps our story would encourage others to persevere and work through their
adopted doggie issues. | know | found strength and encouragement when | read other dog stories in
your newsletter. | thought if they can work through these issues, maybe we can too! It is doable!”

Debbie encourages those who have “issues” to get help. “Ann and Amanda were great sources of
advice and encouragement,” wrote Debbie. “At one point | asked Ann, ‘Do you think Liberty will ever
be potty trained?’ She said, ‘0f course! That is what | needed to hear!”

Debbie noticed one day that Liberty had thrown up and took her to vet after she didn’t seem to
improve. There was a problem. Liberty’s kidneys weren’t functioning properly. The condition was extremely serious, but the Davison’s were hopeful she could pull through.
Liberty responded to the treatment at first, perked up and her healthy appetite returned. But then Liberty’s condition worsened. Her kidneys were barely functioning and any
further testing for an actual diagnosis would be painful for the dog. The Davisons made sure they had enough medication to manage the pain and brought Liberty home to say
good-bye. As of this writing, they were keeping Liberty comfortable.

Does Debbie have any regrets and adopting Liberty? Debbie’s answer: “Absolutely NOT! | am glad she experienced being loved by a family in a home of her very own
filled with warm beds, blankets, treats, lots of play time, and hugs, even if it was for only a little while. She came just before my treatment plan for leukemia began to
literally fall apart. Although it was difficult to have a new doggie, she gave me purpose to face each day and something to focus on rather than my disease and the daily
discomfort and pain of coping with the treatment. When we were outside and | could barely walk because of the pain, she would joyously race in circles around me biting at
bees or lightening bugs or blades of grass. She had an utter joy of life, something | was fighting to maintain. No matter how bad | felt, she always made me smile. | would
adopt her again in a heartbeat!”

Inspiring words coming from someone who --even through difficulties-- had hope and gave love to a little dog named Liberty, and she gave back love and joy in return.
